ELIGIBLE PERSONS 
The candidate must be the first author of the scientific paper. 
The candidate must not be older than 40 years. 
 
AWARD 
The winner of the competition for Young Scientists Best Oral Presentation will be announced at the end of 
the 5th TIAFT Regional Meeting in Türkiye on october 11th. The award consists of a signed certificate plus an 
amount of € 150 Euros.
